     Trek I - Book of the Bible 

_____  Romans, The Letter that Changed the World by Tommy Nelson. The most important 
idea in the Bible is now a Holy God can get a sinful man into Heaven and not compromise 

who He is.  Romans tells us just that!  It sits as Master of the House before all of Paul’s writ-

ings.  It is the Bible in miniature.  It is the most important document ever penned by man and 

only inspiration could make it so.  Each week will include a 30 minute DVD of verse by verse 

teaching followed by group discussion.  Volume I of Romans will run September 12 thru 

Nov. 28, uninterrupted. We study Volume 2 of Romans Feb 27– May 22 following our 40 

days study in January—February. Leaders of the study will vary. The meeting place for this 
study will be in the Education building and depend on the number of people registered.  

 

Trek II - Life Topics  

_____ Marriage: Built to Last. By Pastor Chip Ingram, with interviews featuring Dave & 
Sharon Ramsey and Kurt & Brenda Warner.  We all want a healthy, loving marriage, but there 

are so many real issues that can stand in the way.  In these six DVD sessions couples will 

share real life stories about their honest questions and struggles as they seek to build a mar-

riage that will last a lifetime.  Whether you are newly married, remarried or wanting to im-

prove your relationship, Chip Ingram provides Biblical and practical teaching to give you 

tools to live intentionally and love Biblically.  Sessions include: Adjusting to Expectations, 

Learning to Communicate Clearly, Breaking Down Walls, Resolving Conflict, Restoring Inti-

macy, and Striving for a Christ-centered Marriage. This study will begin September 12 thru 

November 14 with a four week break October 3-24 for our Stewardship Study.  Leader of 
this study will be Martha Strong, DCE and Deacon Jim Johnston and it will meet on one half 

of the Fellowship Hall.
